SATURDAY – Feb. 23: This is your Big Day! 
-7:30am - Be at the start line by 7:30am. Please allow ample time, for traffic, etc.  The Warriors 
and Inga ski out at 8:15am, just behind the Spirit of 35. You MUST wear your bib underneath your 
costume so that we can track your progress along the race course! 
 
-Hand-Off of Swords & Pike After the Race Start. The shields are easily worn by the Warriors 
during the actual race, as they can be worn slung on their backs (optional). 
 
-2:00pm Estimated Finish Time.  Ideally you will arrive on Main Street around 2:00pm so that there 
is still a generous crowd and some media there to welcome you. That said, depending on weather, 
trail conditions, etc., simply do your best and don’t stress!  ENJOY the day, your time on the trail, and 
your moment in the sun! We’ll see you when you arrive! 
 
-Pick Up Sword & Pike at Entrance to Main Street. You will stop in at the Birkie Office so that you 
can get situated before you travel down Main Street.  You will pick up the sword & pike there. You’ll 
ski up and over the International Bridge (picking up Prince Haakon either at the Birkie office or right 
after the bridge, TBD) and make your final trek to the finish line amongst the cheering crowds!
